This past year marks one of the most difficult in modern times for worldwide natural
disasters and the violence of war and terrorism. In Canada, we have been fortunate
to escape the ravages of such grave challenges that fill the pages of our daily news-
papers and television news-reels.

With the relative good fortune we have as Canadians, the thought of giving to charity
at home is often overlooked. There are about 80,000 registered charities in Canada
with approximately $6.5 billion being donated annually to causes ranging from health,
religion and social services. Despite the generosity of Canadians, The National
Survey of Non-Profit and Voluntary Organizations (NSNVO) reported obtaining
funding as one of the most significant challenges charities face in fulfilling their
objectives.

We've devoted this issue of The Trading Post, to charities. Charity can begin with
BNL and we've listed a few great organizations we are proud to call members who
can make great use of your tax receiptable gift of BNL dollars.

1in 3 girls and 1 in 5 boys in Ontario have
experienced sexual abuse. Ellen Campbell was
one of them.

Now a passionate advocate for victims of abuse,
Campbell runs the Canadian Centre for Abuse
Awareness (CCAA), the organization she founded
to assist Canadians affected by the life-long
trauma of abuse. She and a dedicated team of
volunteers educate the public about the detrimental
role abuse plays in society and delivers programs,
special events, sponsored activities and various
public awareness campaigns.

“It all takes hard work and lots of financial support”,
says Campbell. She stresses that whether fulfilling
a child’s dream, developing abuse prevention
programs or lobbying governments for legislative
change, CCAA's vital work depends solely on
donor dollars. She points out “86 cents of every
dollar raised by CCAA is put toward the programs
and services we provide”.

Campbell is not alone in her challenge to raise
donor dollars. “You really need to be creative,”
states Melody Craggs, of the Starlight Starbright
Foundation.

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2. Tie Your Giving to Your Sales or

“We accept donations of BNL trade dollars that allow us to advertise in
ways we normally couldn't afford - like on the GO Train or in magazines”.
Craggs adds that BNL trade dollars also help the Foundation to fund certain
administrative costs and, most importantly, add to the ability to deliver wishes
to children that include hotel accommodations, limousine rides, restaurant meals
and event tickets.

The Starlight Starbright Foundation is dedicated to brightening the lives of
seriously ill children and is best known for its granting of children’s wishes by
providing a broad array of both in-hospital and out patient programs to
enhance their ability to cope with the stress of serious illness. In 1997, days
after a man convicted of sexually abusing Martin Kruze as a young boy at
Maple Leaf Gardens was sentenced to two years less a day for his crime,
Martin took his own life.

In the following months, Martin’s family and others took on the task of finding
a meaningful way to memorialize him and help as many people as possible to
cope with the devastating aftermath of abuse. The Kruze family asked Ellen
Campbell if the CCAA would undertake the Martin Kruze Memorial Fund, with
the assistance of an advisory group. Today, the CCAA sponsors the Fund and
assists, where possible, with fundraising efforts needed to deliver the services
that make Martin's family’s dream a reality.
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To make those dollars go further, CCAA takes advantage of its membership in
BNL. It accepts donations of trade dollars and issues equivalent tax receipts.
It sells tickets through BNL to events such as its second Annual Police
Appreciation Dinner, held in Toronto last month in memory of Holly Jones.

The need for charitable organizations to raise money is not lost on BNL
President, Patti Falus. She takes particular personal interest in a few charitable
organizations and readily lends her clout to those within the BNL membership.
“We are really proud of the significant financial commitment to charities that
we make on behalf of our employees and our members. These organizations
operate, in large part, due to BNL dollars. | really encourage our membership
to donate funds and their time. Every little effort helps and may change the
course of a child’s life”, states an empathetic Falus.

“Using barter dollars allows us to do things we otherwise simply
couldn't afford”, says Campbell. “We buy restaurant food for dis-
placed women and children, obtain clothing and supplies for moms,
acquire printing and business cards and even rent event venues,
hotels and limousines to fulfill children’s special wishes.” According
to Campbell, the list is endless. CCAA even purchases items for
silent auctions, which enables them to convert trade dollars into
much needed cash.

Craggs echoes “Trade dollars are particularly helpful for our Kids’
Activity Network, where we send five families to an event together
to share in a fun excursion, or, for our larger events, where we need
to obtain items for our silent auctions. We'll issue tax receipts for
trade dollar donations just as we would for cash — and BNL trade
dollars are more than welcome.”

She adds “The people at BNL are wonderful — all of them. They are
so helpful in finding us just what we need”.
